 Yellow Fever Mosquitoes Discovered in Orange County 

 

The Orange County Mosquito and Vector Control District 
(OCMVCD) is urging residents to report tiny black and 
white, day-biting mosquitoes. On April 21

st 
, OCMVCD 

responded to complaints of day biting mosquitoes in the 
City of Anaheim. A thorough investigation was conducted 
and the presence of yellow fever mosquitoes (Aedes 
aegypti) was confirmed. The yellow fever mosquito can 
transmit dengue fever, chikungunya, and yellow fever. 
 

The yellow fever mosquito is recognizable by its bright silver lyre-shaped marking and white 
banded legs. They can live both indoors and outdoors, and primarily bite humans. Female 
mosquitoes lay their eggs in small artificial or natural containers that hold water around the home 
such as indoor plants, vases and flower pots, or tree cavities. 
 

OCMVCD is calling upon all residents to do their part by following these steps: 
 

 Report any sightings of small, black-and-white mosquitoes, or if you are being bitten by 
mosquitoes during the day. Please call (714) 971-2421 or (949) 654-2421. 

 Dump and drain all stagnant water around your home. Eliminate plant saucers and other 
unnecessary containers that could be a possible breeding source. 

 Clean and scrub bird baths and pet-watering dishes weekly and dump the water from 
overflow dishes under potted plants and flower pots. 

 Do not transport or share plant stems rooted in water. 
 Be sure window and door screens are in good repair to prevent mosquitoes from entering 

your home. 
 Use insect repellent containing EPA-registered active ingredients such as DEET®, Picaridin, 

or Oil of Lemon Eucalyptus to avoid bites.

He faces a maximum sentence of 26 years to life in 
state prison at his sentencing on May 1

st

April 24, 2015 
Placentia Police Department’s Special Enforcement Detail and a K9 Officer served a search 
warrant at the 900 block of S. Placentia Avenue. Police Officers discovered a sophisticated 
marijuana growing facility in an industrial building. They seized approximately 90 plants and 
various pieces of equipment. 
 
A solo vehicle collision occurred at Bradford Avenue and Doverfield at 3:42 a.m. The driver 
arrested for DUI. 
 
April 26, 2015 
A Police Officer responded to a commercial burglary alarm on W. Orangethorpe Avenue. Police 
Officers noticed a broken window upon arrival. A K9 Officer also arrived on scene and performed 
an interior search with his K9. No suspect(s) were located. 
 
April 27, 2015 
This morning, a solo vehicle traveling eastbound on the 700 block of Orangethorpe appears to 
have lost control and jumped the south curb. The vehicle collided into a power pole which 
caused the vehicle to overturn with five (5) family members inside. As a result of the collision, a 
7 month old infant was pronounced deceased at the scene. The remaining family members were 
taken to UCI Medical Center for treatment. Virtually all of the Placentia Police Department’s 
daytime resources were utilized to manage the scene and conduct their thorough investigation. 
 
After the collision scene was cleared, the California Highway Patrol reported a hit and run 
collision on the southbound 57 freeway. The vehicle was last seen exiting Orangethrope. 
Placentia Police Officers responded to the area where the suspect vehicle was located. A traffic 
stop was made and the California Highway Patrol responded to the scene and took over the 
investigation.
