CLOSED SESSION REPORT:
City Attorney/Agency Counsel Bettenhausen stated that there was nothing to report from the Closed
Session.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR REPORT:

City Administrator Arrula introduced the City’s newest Police Service Dog Champ and his handler Officer
Zackary King. Champ is a one and a half (1 ¥2) year old German Shepherd born in Hungary. The pair
recently completed their K9 training program and they are working together in patrol operations. Champ
is trained for searches of people and items like clothing and weapons. He is trained for narcotic detection
and apprehending dangerous criminals. Champ has already made many friends throughout the
Department and his social and friendly nature will be an asset with community interaction. Champ has
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already gathered a dedicated group of followers on the Police Department’s Facebook page. Champ was
purchased entirely by funds donated by Chris and Retha Champion through the Placentia K9 Foundation
for which they were honored at a City Council meeting in 2020 with the Collaboration and Compassion
Award.

ORAL COMMUNICATIONS:

Mayor Green opened Oral Communications. City Clerk McKinnell stated that the City Clerk’s Office
received one (1) emailed comment from Ashley Johnson, dated February 26, 2021, regarding current
events and Biblical prophecy; and three (3) emailed communications from Craig Dufrey, dated February
17, 2021, which were simultaneously distributed to other Orange County cities, and address several
topics relating to supporting healthy lifestyles for children including the importance of maintaining green
spaces, the availability of Outdoor Equity Grants from the California Department of Parks and Recreation,
and competitive grants to improve and expand local parks. All the email lengths were outside the
guidelines developed by the City Council to read to the public. The emails will be included in the City’s
public record and copies were provided to the City Council.

CITY COUNCIL/BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS:

Councilmember Shader apologized for not being on video due to technical difficulties. She shared an
update regarding the Placentia Regional Navigation Center where she recently gave a tour to George the
Dog Trainer. She announced that the Dog Trainer will be donating dog obedience classes to dog owners
who are residents of the Navigation Center. Councilmember Shader expressed appreciation for the
donations of time, talents, and financial resources to the Navigation Center and noted that the Center is
in immediate and ongoing need of donations of new socks and underwear.

Councilmember Smith mentioned his attendance at a variety of Zoom meetings on behalf of the City
including a meeting of the Southern California Association of Governments (SCAG) and the Orange
County Council of Governments (OCCOG). He noted that he also spent time in community programs and
meetings with residents.

Councilmember Smith reported that the Placentia Chamber of Commerce would host an electronic waste
and recycling event on March 6 and 7, 2021, from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. at the Placentia Town Center,
160 Yorba Linda Boulevard. All proceeds from the event benefit the Placentia Yorba Linda Unified School
District. E-waste is any consumer electronic equipment that has reached its “end-of-life” or “end-of-
usage,” whether in full or non-working condition. For more information, please call (714) 528-1873.

Councilmember Smith announced an upcoming collaboration between the Placentia Police Department
and the Fullerton; Brea; and California State University, Fullerton Police Departments to offer a social
media based question and answer opportunity titled Educate to Empower. The departments hope to
answer questions residents may have regarding the interactions between law enforcement and the
communities they serve.

Councilmember Yamaguchi presented an update on the progress of fiber optic cable installation in the
City. He congratulated the provider on reaching a milestone in the permitting and application process
and noted that the contractor hopes to begin construction in April 2021, He reported that he met with
Staff to study options for replacing streetlights citywide and progress is being made toward bringing a
report to the City Council. Councilmember Yamaguchi mentioned his involvement in the Ad-Hoc
Committee reviewing Placentia’s parks and the preparation of a report to inform the City Council of the
status of the City’s parks and the roadmap for needed improvements.

Mayor Pro Tem Wanke noted that he attended a meeting and virtual tour of the Orange County Sanitation
District (OC SAN) Board and a meeting of the Economic Development and Housing Ad-Hoc Committee.

Mayor Pro Tem Wanke announced that Placentia’s Neighborhood Services Office would host a food

program on the first, second, and third Thursdays at 9:00 am during March 2021 and a Wednesday food
program on March 10, 2021 at 3:30 p.m. All food programs will be drive-thru and located in front of the
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Whitten Community Center at 900 S. Melrose Street. For more information, please call the Neighborhood
Services Office at (714) 986-2333. In addition, the Placentia Senior Center offers free contactless grocery
deliveries on the first and third Thursdays of every month. Groceries are delivered between 9:00 a.m.
and 12:00 p.m. Seniors in need of food assistance are asked to call (714) 986-2332 for program
information.

02, an Ordinance of the City Council of the City of Placentia, California amending Title
5 (Schedule of Fees), specifically Chapter 5.02 (Citywide Development Impact Fees),
Chapter 5.03 (Transit Oriented Development [TOD] Development Impact Fees) and
Chapter 5.30 (Affordable Housing Fees for Residential Developments) related to
Development Impact Fees.

(Approved 5-0, as recommended)

Mayor Green opened the Public Hearing at 7:25 p.m.

City Administrator Arrula introduced Director of Development Services Lambert who presented the Staff
Report on proposed updates regarding Citywide Development Impact Fees, Transit Oriented
Development Packinghouse District Development Impact Fees, and Residential Affordable Housing
Impact Fees for cost recovery. Director Lambert explained that the proposed fee adjustments are routine
and based on the Construction Cost Index (CCI). He noted that Staff published the public hearing notice
in the Placentia News Times and notified interested agencies, including the Building Industry Association
of Southern California, Orange County Chapter (BIA/OC).

Councilmember Shader thanked the Staff for bringing this item to the City Council and noted her
appreciation that the proposed increase is equivalent to a cost-of-living increase.

Councilmember Yamaguchi thanked Staff for including a comparison of current fees and the proposed
changes.
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Mayor Pro Tem Wanke stated that he was happy to see a minor proposed increase in fees and thanked
Staff for reaching out for input from the BIA/OC.

Motion by Wanke, seconded by Smith, and carried a (5-0) vote to approve Item 2.a., as recommended.

SUBJECT: UPDATE REGARDING CITYWIDE DEVELOPMENT IMPACT FEES, TR%NSIT
ORIENTED DEVELOPMENT PACKINGHOUSE DISTRICT DEVELOPMENT
IMPACT FEES, AND RESIDENTIAL AFFORDABLE HOUSING IMPACT FEES
FOR COST RECOVERY

FISCAL

IMPACT: These Development Impact Fees are established for cost recovery or statutory
purposes only. There is no immediate fiscal impact associated with the
recommended actions. The adoption of revised development impact fees and
residential affordable housing impact fees will not have an immediate impact on
revenues to the City until effective 60 days subsequent to adoption. This update
essentially adjusts the fees commensurate with the Construction Cost Index (CCI),
and therefore, does not provide unanticipated revenue, rather adjusts revenue
commensurate with CClI.

SUMMARY:

The City's Development Impact Fees program (“DIF”) was first established in the early 1970's
when much of the City was undeveloped. The City’s costs for infrastructure have significantly
increased over that period of time; however, the City's DIFs were not updated regularly to
adequately cover said infrastructure costs, thus requiring the General Fund to subsidize
infrastructure improvements or in some cases, the improvements that are not conducted by a
developer. In addition, in April 2017, the City Council approved the Transit-Oriented Development
(“TOD") Packinghouse District Plan which will result in impacts to City services that the new
development will create and identifies mitigation measures and costs associated with mitigating
those impacts. Furthermore, since the inception of the DIF program, the City has adopted a State
certified Housing Element, which outlines goals, one of which is to provide more affordable
housing opportunities to its residents.

In 2017, to address the aforementioned lack of infrastructure funding citywide, within the TOD
District, and lack of funds related to implementing the required Housing Element citywide, the City
prepared new development impact fee nexus studies (“Studies”) for the purpose of updating DIFs.
The result was an update to the existing citywide DIF program, creating a TOD DIF program, and
creating a Housing Impact Fee program (collectively, “DIFs”"). The studies analyzed the impacts
created by new development on City operations and infrastructure needs and calculated the cost

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and method of apportionment of those fees and impacts across needed mitigation measures.
Those fees are then utilized to construct improvements throughout the City to mitigate
development impacts on the community. The affordable housing fee was created for the purpose
of collecting new developer-paid housing impact fees to be used to provide additional affordable
housing opportunities in the community. Collectively, the DIF program that is currently in place
was adopted by City Council in October 2017, implemented by Ordinance Nos. O-2017-09 (TOD
DIFs), 0-2017-10 (citywide DiFs), 0-2017-11 (Housing Impact Fee) and became effective in
December 2017.

At this time, Staff has prepared an update to the DIF program, largely resulting in adjustments to
the 2017 DIFs, increasing each fee by Construction Cost Index ("CCI”) as recommended by the
three (3) 2017 studies. Further refinements include addressing DIFs as they relate to Accessory
Dwelling Units (“ADUs") pursuant to recent State law, and an adjustment to reinstatement of
Storm Drain Acreage Fees for Area G. If adopted, the updated DIFs will take effect 60 days after
adoption. Staff also proposes some cleanup to the language related to DIFs in the Placentia
Municipal Code, which requires said changes to be enacted by City Ordinance.

Finally, with the addition of a full-service fire department and all of the associated capital costs to
maintain and/or upgrade the stations and/or equipment, Staff will need to work with consultants
to update the Public Safety Impact fee. Staff is proposing to begin that study after the completion
and analysis of one year's worth of operation or after July 1, 2021.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council take the following actions:

1. Open the Public Hearing concerning the Citywide Development Impact Fee Schedule, the
Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) Packing House Development Impact Fee Schedule,
and the Residential Affordable Housing Impact Fee Schedule: and

2. Receive the Staff Report, consider all public testimony, ask questions of Staff: and
3. Close the Public Hearing; and

4. Find that the recommended actions are exempt from CEQA pursuant to Sections
15378(b)(4), 15061(b)(3), and 15273 of the CEQA Guidelines, Section 21065 of the Public
Resources Code, and the City of Placentia Local Guidelines for implementing CEQA,; and

5. Adopt Resolution No. R-2021-10, a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Placentia,
California approving updated Development Impact Fees to financially mitigate impacts to
parks and recreational facilities, sewer facilities, transportation infrastructure, storm drain
facilities, and public safety, and Quimby in-lieu fees; and

6. Adopt Resolution No. R-2021-11, a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Placentia,
California updating Development Impact Fees to financially mitigate impacts to sewer
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facilities, traffic and transportation infrastructure, and streetscape infrastructure in the
Transit Oriented Development area; and

7. Adopt Resolution No. R-2021-12, a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Placentia,
California approving updated Citywide Residential Affordable Housing Impact Fees for
residential developments; and

8. Direct Staff to begin a review of the Public Safety Impact Fee after July 1, 2021 to update
said fee in accordance with the operation and planning of the new Placentia Fire and Life
Safety Department; and

9. Waive full reading, by title only, and introduce for first reading Ordinance No. 0-2021-02,
an Ordinance of the City Council of the City of Placentia, California, amending Title 5
(Schedule of Fees), specifically Chapter 5.02 (Citywide Development Impact Fees),
Chapter 5.03 (Transit Oriented Development [TOD] Development Impact Fees) and
Chapter 5.30 (Affordable Housing Fees for Residential Developments) related to
Development Impact Fees.

DISCUSSION:

DIFs are a commonly used method of collecting a proportional share of funds from new
development for infrastructure improvements and/or other public facilities capital improvements
that would be needed as a result of the new development. These fees are seen as paying for the
aforementioned future required infrastructure costs as opposed to the General Fund and are
therefore seen as cost recovery in nature. With rare exceptions, DIFs are one-time funds restricted
to funding capital costs for new facilities or upgrades to existing facilities and are not used for
annual operations and/or maintenance. Impact fees may only be imposed on new development,
and the fee proceeds must be expended on improvements needed as a result of the new
development.

Pursuant to the Mitigation Fee Act (“Act”), California Government Code Section 66000, et seq.
(also known as AB 1600), adoption of impact fees requires documentation of the "nexus” between
the fees being charged, the impacts of new development, the benefit of the facilities needed to
mitigate such impacts, and the proportional cost allocation among different fee categories. Impact
fee programs must be adopted by the City Council via an ordinance, however, once the program
is adopted, the fees could potentially be automatically updated via City Council resolution. Impact
fees are imposed either jurisdiction-wide or in a relatively large area anticipating significant
amounts of new development, such as a specific plan area or community plan area. In Placentia,
we have both citywide (includes affordable housing) impact fees and TOD District specific impact
fees.

In 2017, the City prepared development impact fee nexus studies for the purpose of updating
DIFs pursuant to California Government Code Section 66000. Three different nexus studies were
completed in 2017 and were utilized respectively to adopt the current citywide DIFs, the housing
impact fee, and the TOD DIFs. The DIF program that is currently in place was adopted by City
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Council in October 2017, implemented by Ordinance Nos. 0-2017-09 (TOD DIFs), 0-2017-10
(citywide DIFs), O-2017-11 (Housing Impact Fee) and became effective in December 2017.

Update to Development Impact Fees

The existing Citywide DIFs include the following:
o Citywide Public Safety Impact Fee Program
 Citywide Park and Recreation Impact Fee Program
s Citywide Quimby Land Dedication and In-Lieu Fee Program
e Sewer Impact Fee Program
o Traffic Impact Fee Program
e Storm Drainage Impact Fee Program

The existing residential Affordable Housing Impact Fee includes:

* A Residential Affordable Housing Impact Fee (“RAHIF") requiring developers to pay a fee
to mitigate the additional demand for affordable housing that is created by proposed market
rate residential development.

The existing TOD DIFs include the following:
e TOD Traffic Impact Fee
e TOD Sewer Impact Fee
e TOD Streetscape Infrastructure Impact Fee

As previously stated, all three (3) of the existing DIF programs included nexus studies to justify
each respective DIF. Each of the three (3) studies recommended that CCl be utilized as the metric
for future DIF increases. The Municipal Code (adopted in 2017) specifically states that the
Citywide and TOD DIFs be adjusted annually commensurate with changes in construction costs.
The Residential Affordable Housing Impact Fee study recommended CCl as a metric to be utilized
for annual adjustments. However, the Municipal Code does not specifically state that the
Residential Affordable Housing Impact Fee shall be annually adjusted by CCI. One reason why
Staff has proposed an ordinance (Attachment 4) as part of the recommended actions is to
specifically codify the annual CCI adjustment for the Residential Affordable Housing Impact Fee
consistent with the two (2) other DIF programs. Staff is also including a few additional changes in
the ordinance in an effort to create consistency between the three DIF programs.

Although the 2017 DIF update was comprehensive in nature, the City has not updated the DIFs
since that time. However, an update subject to CCl is consistent with the three (3) adopted fee
nexus studies and with the Municipal Code. This update will adjust the fees commensurate with
the CCI from December 2017 to February 2021, effective 60 days after adoption. In subsequent
years, Staff plans to adjust the fees every April (using April CCI) for a July 1 effective date and
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language to that effect is included in the draft ordinance (Attachment 4). Therefore, this year's fee
update shall be adjusted by an amount equal to the percentage change in the CCI for Los Angeles
as published by the Engineering News-Record, or its successor publication from December 2017
to February 2021. The CClI adjustment to fees is as follows:

Date CClI
December 2017 11935.82
February 2021 12091.22

The delta calculation between February 2021 CCl and December 2017 CCl is expressed as
(12091.22 — 11935.82 = 155.40). 155.40 / 11935.82 = 1.3019, rounded to 1.30%. As such, Staff
has prepared three resolutions to update the DIFs, one each for the existing Citywide DIFs, TOD
DIFs, and for the residential Affordable Housing Impact Fee.

Other Updates

Since the adoption of the 2017 DIF update, there have been several changes to State law
regarding Accessory Dwelling Unit (“ADU”) law. One such change is the way DIFs for ADUs are
calculated. First, DIFs can only be charged for an ADU of 750 square feet (SF) or greater. Second,
on a property with a single-family dwelling, the maximum DIFs a jurisdiction may charge is the
amount which is proportional to the size of the single-family dwelling (“SFD”). For instance, if a
property is improved with a SFD of 2000 square feet, and an ADU of 800 square feet is proposed
(i.e., 40% of the size of the SFD), then the maximum DIF that may be charged for the ADU is 40%
of that which the City would charge for the single-family dwelling.

State law does not address Junior ADUs (“JADUs"), however, JADUs in Placentia are only
permitted inside an existing home. As such, Staff has proposed charging DIFs for JADUs only if
the JADU is part of new construction, for instance if a JADU is proposed as part of a new residence
or as part of a large addition in which applicable DIFs have not yet been paid. Regarding ADUs
on Multiple Family Residential property (“MFR”), Staff is proposing that DIFs for ADUs 750 SF or
greater on MFR properties shall be commensurate with the size of the ADU commensurate with
the size of the mean square footage of the multifamily dwelling units on the subject property and/or
development.

Another necessary update to the DIFs is an adjustment to Storm Drain Acreage Fees for Area G
in the southeast portion of the City. Due to a recent legal Settlement Agreement, Staff has been
advised by the City Attorney to adjust Storm Drain acreage fees for Area G only until the end of
2027. Development that occurs in Area G between the effective date of this update and December
31, 2027 will be subject to the adjusted fee pursuant to the settiement agreement.

Staff has incorporated these “other updates” into the fee tables contained in the applicable
Resolutions updating DIFs attached to this Staff report.

ORDINANCE NO. 0-2021-02

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PLACENTIA, CALIFORNIA, AMENDING TITLE 5 (SCHEDULE OF
FEES), SPECIFICALLY CHAPTER 5.02 (CITYWIDE DEVELOPMENT
IMPACT FEES), CHAPTER 5.03 (TRANSIT ORIENTED DEVELOPMENT
(TOD) DEVELOPMENT IMPACT FEES) AND CHAPTER 5.30
(AFFORDABLE HOUSING FEES FOR RESIDENTIAL
DEVELOPMENTS) RELATED TO DEVELOPMENT IMPACT FEES

City Attorney Summary

This Ordinance would add amend Title 5 (Schedule of Fees) of the City of
Placentia Municipal Code amending certain provisions of Chapter 5.02
(Citywide Development Impact Fees), Chapter 5.03 (Transit Oriented
Development (TOD) Development Impact Fees) And Chapter 5.30
(Affordable Housing Fees for Residential Developments) related to the
methodology for updates and the collection of Development Impact Fees
set forth in Title 5 of the Placentia Municipal Code.

A. RECITALS

WHEREAS, the continuing growth of the City of Placentia ("City), combined with
the expectation of high-quality services by persons who live and work in the City, and
reductions by the State of California in property tax allocations to local governments have
been catalysts for the review of the City’s existing and future public facilities and services
made necessary by new development.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code Section 66000 et seq., (“Mitigation Fee
Act’) the City is empowered to impose fees and other exactions to provide necessary
public facilities required to mitigate the negative effects of new development in the City.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code Sections 66477 et seq., (“Subdivision
Map Act’), the City is empowered to require the dedication of land or impose a
requirement of the payment of fees in lieu thereof, or a combination of both, for park or
recreational purposes as a condition to the approval of a tentative map or parcel map.

WHEREAS, public facilities, land, and safety are needed for community services.

WHEREAS, it is fair and equitable for new development to pay its fair share and
contribute to the financing, acquisition and establishment of such facilities, open space,
and public safety endeavors to enable the City to provide necessary public services to
new residents, businesses, and their employees.

WHEREAS, it is fair and equitable for new development in the TOD Area to pay its
fair share and contribute to the financing, acquisition and establishment of such facilities,
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and public safety measures to enable the City to provide necessary public services to
new residents, businesses, and their employees.

WHEREAS, it is fair and equitable for new development to pay its fair share and
contribute to the financing, acquisition, and establishment of affordable housing to
mitigate the housing impacts associated with new market-rate units in the city and the
justified affordable housing fees to mitigate those impacts.

WHEREAS, detailed descriptions of each of the facilities, their approximate
location, size, approximate time of availability and their estimated costs are set forth in a
document entitled "General Plan;”

WHEREAS, copies of the 2017 Development Impact Fee Nexus Study Reports
related to Citywide Development Impact Fees, Transit Oriented Development (TOD)
Development Impact Fees, Affordable Housing Impact Fees, and the General Plan are
on file in the City Clerk's office and have are available for public review in accordance
with state law, as more fully described below.

WHEREAS, this levying of development impact fees has been reviewed by staff in
accordance with the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA") and the CEQA
Guidelines and the City of Placentia Local Guidelines for implementing CEQA and it has
been determined that the adoption of this Ordinance is exempt from CEQA pursuant to
Sections 15378(b)(4), 15061(b)(3), and 15273 of the CEQA Guidelines, Section 21065 of
the Public Resources Code and the City of Placentia Local Guidelines for implementing
CEQA. The intent of the Master Facilities Plan, Nexus Study and proposed fees is to
provide a means of mitigating some of the potential environmental impacts which have
been identified in planning efforts for anticipated future growth of the City. Specific
environmental studies are required to be performed for each project that requires further
review under CEQA prior to approval of the specific project.

WHEREAS, the City has: 1) made available to the public, at least ten days prior to
its public hearing, data indicating the estimated cost required to provide the facilities and
infrastructure for which these development fees are levied and the revenue sources
anticipated to provide those facilities and infrastructure; 2) mailed notice at least fourteen
days prior to this meeting to all interested parties who have requested notice of new or
increased development fees; and 3) held a duly noticed, regularly scheduled public
hearing on March 2, 2021, at which time oral and written testimony was received
regarding the proposed fees; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed and considered the staff report, the
2017 Impact Fee Nexus Study Reports, the Appendix, the General Plan, and all oral and
written testimony.
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B. ORDINANCE

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PLACENTIA,
CALIFORNIA, DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  The City Council of the City of Placentia hereby adopts the findings
set forth in the recitals to this Ordinance.

Section 2. Title 5 of the Placentia Municipal Code (Schedule of Fees) is hereby
amended as follows:

Unfinished attics,
crawlspaces, and basements shall not be assessed until converted and finished as usable
floor space.

D. A building or structure consisting of non-usable floor space, e.g., a garage, carport
or storage shed, shall not be deemed to be part of the residential building for the purpose
of determining the square footage of the residential building. Such ancillary structures
shall require the payment of storm drainage and public safety impact fees; additional
impact fees shall not be required until converted to usable floor space.

E. Each single-family residential unit within a multifamily residential building or
development project shall be deemed to be a separate building for which a fee is imposed
and shall be paid.
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F. Additions to an existing building shall be deemed to occur whenever the amount of
usable floor space is increased, or whenever new building space is constructed where no
structures existed as part of the existing building, whether or not the total building floor
area is increased by the new construction.

G. The first seventy (70) square feet of additions or conversions to an existing building
in a two-year period shall be exempt from all fees except public safety impact fees and
storm drainage impact fees.

H. No development impact fee shall be imposed more than once for the same floor
space.

I.  Each tenant space in a multi-use building or development project shall be deemed to
be a separate use for which a fee is imposed and shall be paid.

5.02.130 Definitions.

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E. “Conversion” shall mean converting from unusable to usable floor space or
converting the existing use to another use.

F. “Developer” shall mean any person who is the owner or authorized agent of an owner
of any new development within the city of Placentia.

“G. ‘Development Permit” shall mean the permit required or issued by the City of
Placentia for the grading, site improvement, construction, or improvement of property
associated with new development and conversions.

G:H. “Dwelling unit” shall mean a residential dwelling within the City of Placentia. Each
single-family residential unit within a multifamily residential building or development
project shall be deemed to be a separate dwelling unit.

H:l. “New development” shall mean the original construction of residential, commercial,
industrial, or other nonresidential buildings, or the addition of usable floor space within
existing residential or nonresidential buildings, or the construction of new accessory
buildings.

LJ. “Owner” shall mean the legal owner(s) or the authorized agent(s) for any owner of
property being developed.

J4:K. “Usable floor space” shall mean any interior space constructed or converted to be
used for human occupancy in accordance with the Uniform Building Code.

5.02.160 Annual Inflationary Adjustment

As used
in this chapter, “affordable rent” shall include the total of monthly payments by the tenant
for all of the following: (1) use and occupancy of the affordable unit and land and all
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facilities associated with the affordable unit, including, but not limited to, parking, bicycle
storage, storage lockers, and use of all common areas; (2) any additional separately
charged fees or service charges assessed by the owner, other than security deposits: (3)
an allowance for utilities paid by the tenant as established by the Orange County housing
authority, including garbage collection, sewer, water, electricity, gas, and other heating,
cooking. and refrigeration fuel, but not telephone service or cable TV; and (4) any other
interest, taxes, fees, or charges for use of the land or affordable unit or associated
facilities and assessed by a public or private entity other than the owner and paid by the
tenant.

G. “Building permit” includes full structural building permits as well as partial permits such
as foundation-only permits.

H. “City” means the city of Placentia.
. “City Council” means the city council of the City of Placentia.
J. “City Administrator” means the city administrator of the City or designee.

K. “Decision-making body” means the city staff person or body authorized to approve or
deny an application for a planning or building permit for a residential development project.

L. “Developer” means the person(s) or legal entity(ies), who also may be the property
owner seeking real property development permits or approvals from the city or developing
a particular project in the city.

M. “Development Permit” shall mean the permit required or issued by the City of Placentia
for the grading, site improvement, construction, or improvement of property associated
with residential development projects as defined in this chapter.

M:N. “For-sale unit” means a residential dwelling unit that may be sold individually in
conformance with the Subdivision Map Act. For-sale units also include units that are
converted from rental units to for-sale units. “Household” means one person living alone
or two or more persons sharing residency in one dwelling unit.

N:O. “Low income households” means households with incomes no greater than the
maximum income for low income households, as published annually by the city for each
household size, based on United States Department of Housing and Urban Development
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(HUD) and the California Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD)
income limits for Orange County.

©: P. “Market-rate unit’ means a new dwelling unit in a residential development project
that is not an affordable unit.

P:Q. "Median income” means the median income applicable to Orange County, as
published annually by the city for each household size, based on median income data for
Orange County published by the United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) and the California Department of Housing and Community
Development (HCD).

Q:R. “Moderate income households” means households with incomes no greater than the
maximum income for moderate income households, as published annually by the city for
each household size, based on United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) and the California Department of Housing and Community
Development (HCD) income limits for Orange County.

R:S. “Planning permit” means any discretionary approval of a residential development
project, including, but not limited to, a general or specific plan adoption or amendment,
rezoning, tentative map, conditional use permit, variances, or design review.

S-T. “Rental unit” means a dwelling unit that is intended to be offered for rent or lease and
that cannot be sold individually in conformance with the Subdivision Map Act.

+U. "Residential affordable housing impact fee” means the fee paid by developers of
residential development projects to help mitigate the impacts that such developments
have on the demand for affordable housing in the city and to support affordable housing
development and operation.

U.V. “Residential development project’ means an application for a planning permit or
building permit at one location to create one or more additional dwelling units, convert
nonresidential uses to dwelling units, subdivide a parcel to create one or more separately
transferable parcels intended for residential development, or implement a condominium
conversion, including development constructed at one time and in phases. “One location”
includes all adjacent parcels of land under common ownership or control, the property
lines of which are contiguous at any point, or the property lines of which are separated
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only by a public or private street, road, or other public or private right-of-way, or separated
only by the lands owned or controlled by the developer.

V-W. “Very low income households” means households with incomes no greater than the
maximum income for very low income households, as published annually by the city for
each household size, based on United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) and the California Department of Housing and Community
Development (HCD) income limits for Orange County.

5.30.040 Residential affordable housing impact fees.

“A. Residential affordable housing impact fees are hereby established for all residential

Section 3. Any provision of the Placentia Municipal Code or appendices thereto
inconsistent with the provisions of the Ordinance, to the extent of such inconsistencies
and no further, are repealed or modified to that extent necessary to affect the provisions
of this Ordinance.

Section 4 If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or portion of this
Ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by the decision of any
court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining
portions of this Ordinance. The City Council of the City of Placentia hereby declares that
it would have adopted this Ordinance and each section, subsection, sentence, clause,
phrase, or portion thereof irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections,
subsections, sentences, clauses, phrases, or portions be declared invalid or
unconstitutional.

Section 5. The Mayor shall sign, and the City Clerk shall attest to the passage of
this Ordinance. The City Clerk shall cause the same to be published once in the official
newspaper within 15 days after its adoption. This Ordinance shall become effective 30
days from its adoption.

SUMMARY:

State law requires cities to prepare and submit an Annual Progress Report (“APR”) on the status
and progress of implementing the goals within the City's certified Housing Element. Government
Code Section 65700 exempts charter cities from preparing an APR on the status of the housing
element. However, all cities including charter cities must submit an Annual Progress Report to be
eligible for certain funding programs. This report is to be submitted to the City Council, the
Governor's Office of Planning and Research, and the California Department of Housing and
Community Development prior to April 15t of each year. This action receives and files the 2020
Housing Element Annual Progress Report which subsequently will be sent to the State.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council take the following action:
Receive and file the 2020 Housing Element Annual Progress Report.

DISCUSSION:

Government Code Section 65400 requires that the City provide the governing body, in this case
the City Council, an APR on the status and progress in implementing the Housing Element using
forms and definitions adopted by the California Department of Housing and Community
Development (“HCD”). Government Code Section 65700 exempts charter cities from preparing
an annual report on the status of the housing element. However, all cities including charter cities
must submit an annual report to be eligible for certain funding programs. As stated by HCD, the
APR is an important tool to facilitate implementation of a community's Housing Element and to
track and monitor progress in addressing housing needs and goals. The APR includes information
on a city's progress in fulfilling the Regional Housing Needs Allocation (“RHNA”), including the

1. e.
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number of housing units permitted (that is, how many building permits were pulled by developers)
by defined income level, as well as the status of programs in the housing element and efforts to
remove governmental constraints.

The APR is to be provided to the Governor's Office of Planning and Research (“OPR”) and to
HCD prior to April 15t of every year. Once reviewed and received and filed by the City Council,
Staff will electronically submit the APRs to the OPR and the HCD.

The APR is primarily a spreadsheet of required information regarding annual building activity
broken down into pre-defined income levels (for example, Very Low, Low, and Moderate). These
income levels correspond to the regional housing need allocation as assigned by the Southern
California Association of Governments (SCAG). As detailed in the City's Amendment to the
Housing Element for the 2013-2021 Planning Period, which was adopted by the City Council on
January 7, 2014, the City's RHNA is 492 units. These numbers are based on proposed housing
units to be built in addition to employment and population statistics. Those 492 units, which must
be achieved in the planning period of 2013 to 2021, are broken down into the following income
categories:

During the prior Housing Element planning period of 2006-2014, Placentia was assigned an
RHNA allocation of 98 units, of which 38 units were in the Extremely Low, Very Low, and Low
Income categories. Collectively, these three income categories are referred to as "low income."
The City’s total remaining RHNA by income level is 232, which are largely assigned to the
“Moderate, Low, Very Low and Extremely Low Income” categories.

Under state law, a density of 30 units/acre is considered necessary to facilitate low income
housing. Because the City did not have adequate sites with zoning that allowed this density in the
prior planning period, those 38 lower-income units must be carried over and accommodated in
the new planning period. Therefore, the City's obligation for the 2013-2021 planning period is to
provide sites with appropriate zoning to accommodate at least 231 lower-income units at a density
of 30 units/acre or more. This requirement was satisfied within the newly adopted Old Town
Placentia Revitalization Plan near the proposed Metrolink station, as described in Program 1.8 on
page 4-4 of the Housing Element for the 2013-2021 planning period. In addition, the City will be
examining the City-owned lots at Baker Street for workforce housing and Staff will be working with
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the Council Housing, Community and Economic Development Ad-Hoc Committee in soliciting
Request for Proposals from qualified developers to build a high-quality workforce housing
development in this area.

Regarding affordable housing production, the City worked with the County of Orange, and in
partnership with Mercy Housing California in 2018, to begin construction of a 49-unit affordable
housing development for homeless and/or disabled Veterans (with an additional manager’s unit)
partially located on a property owned by Orange County Flood Control, leased to Mercy Housing
and located within the City. This development, known as Placentia Veterans Village, was
completed in 2020. As a result, the City total RHNA allocation for this development will be 49
“Very Low” affordable housing units for this development as directed by Tom Brinkhuis from the
State Department of Housing and Community Development, plus one “Above Moderate” unit for
the on-site caretaker/manager’s unit. This was reflected in the 2018 Housing Element Annual
Progress Report and is still indicated in Table B of Attachment 1 under 2018. In 2019, the housing
development of note included in the 2019 report is “The Herald” which consists of 215 “Above
Moderate” housing units. In 2020, building permits were issued for 15 housing units: six (6) Single
Family Dwellings, five (5) Accessory Dwelling Units, and four (4) condominium units. Numerous
additional housing units are currently in the entitlement, building plan check, and construction
phases.

In addition, on December 1, 2020, the City of Placentia City Council voted to approve a General
Plan Amendment and Zone Change, including associated development permits, that approved
the construction of 64 affordable senior housing units and one (1) manager's unit on property
owned and operated by the Church of the Blessed Sacrament located at 1314 N. Angelina
Avenue. In partnership with the church, the National Community Renaissance of California
(National CORE) will develop and operate the senior housing development. National CORE will
also facilitate the transformation of the existing church campus with two (2) two-story residential
buildings that will provide age-restricted rental housing for individuals 62 years of age or older.
The 64 units will be restricted to households earning less than 60% of the area median income
for Orange County based upon the latest State income limits established by the State of California
Department of Housing and Community Development. Construction for this development is
expected to begin during the last quarter of 2022.

SUBJECT: STUDY SESSION: 2020 SEWER COST RECOVERY FEE RATE STUDY

FISCAL

IMPACT: There is no immediate fiscal impact associated with this Study Session. Based upon
City Council policy direction Staff will finalize any proposed sewer rate cost recovery
adjustments and return to the City Council at a later date to initiate a public hearing
and Proposition 218 process.

SUMMARY:

The Public Works Department is charged with administering the City’s Sewer Maintenance
Enterprise Fund (Fund). During the last two fiscal year reviews of the City’s comprehensive annual
financial report (CAFR), the City’s Financial Audit Oversight Committee (Committee) has noted
that the Fund has a structural deficit. The Committee also noted that actions should be taken by
the City to ensure there are sufficient funds to properly administer the City’s sewer system. In
2018, the City completed a Sewer Master Plan (Master Plan) under a contract with Dudek.
Subsequently the City contracted with SCI Consuiting Services (“SCI”) to prepare a Sewer Cost
Recovery Fee Rate Study (“Study”). The previous sewer rate study was completed in 2005 and
there have been no adjustments or updates to the original sewer rate fee since 2005. The purpose
of this presentation is to provide a summary of needed sewer system maintenance and capital
improvements identified in the Master Plan, review the financial analysis of the Study, review the
draft revised sewer rates, receive input, and obtain City Council policy direction regarding the
recommended adjustments to the City’s existing sewer rates.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council take the following actions:
1. Receive and file the Staff report and presentation; and
2. Ask any questions of Staff; and

3. Provide Staff with policy direction relative to the 2020 Sewer Cost Recovery Fee Study and
any potential adjustments to the City's existing sewer rate.

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DISCUSSION:

A detailed presentation to the City Council will provide the background and analysis relative to a
potential increase to the City’s existing sewer collection rates based upon the recently completed
Master Plan and Study. In general, the operation and maintenance costs of the City’s sewer
collection system have substantially increased since 2005 when the rate was originally
implemented and there have been no inflationary adjustments to the existing rates since 2005.
The City, therefore, has a deferred backlog of much needed sewer system capital improvements
throughout the City.

Increases to the rate are recommended in order to provide sufficient funding to maintain, repair,
and expand the capacity of the existing collection system and to ensure the Sewer Maintenance
Enterprise Fund is financially solvent. If recommended by the City Council, Staff would bring the
final Study forward to the City Council for formal approval on April 6, 2021, along with the initiation
of the public hearing and notice process in conformance with Proposition 218 requirements. In
addition, Staff would engage the community with information and outreach explaining the
proposed adjustments to the sewer rate with a goal of implementing the new rates by July 2021.

Background

The City currently maintains 84 miles of gravity sanitary sewer pipelines and approximately 600
manholes. The City's wastewater is transferred into the Orange County Sanitation District's
collection system (OCSD) via 35 separate connections for treatment. Yorba Linda Water District
(YWLD) owns and maintains 10 miles of sewer lines within the City’s borders and provides sewer
collection for the County unincorporated "Hamer Island.”

On April 26, 2002, the Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board ("RWQCB") issued Board
Order ("Order") No. R8-2002-0014, which prohibited the discharge of untreated sewage to any
surface water storm or drainage system. This Order included numerous provisions, including the
requirement for every agency to prepare a Sewer System Management Plan (SSMP) to address
all requirements of the Order by September 30, 2005. In 2005, the City adopted a sanitary sewer
fee and established the Sewer Maintenance Enterprise Fund to meet the increased costs and
comply with regulations adopted by the Santa Ana RWQCB.

In addition to regulatory compliance, to adequately maintain and operate the sewer collection
system ensuring the system functions properly and preventing sewage spills, the City must
develop and regularly update a financial plan for the Sewer Maintenance Enterprise Fund to meet
operation and maintenance costs and fund necessary capital improvements. The City has not
adjusted the sanitary sewer fee rates since March 2005 even though the costs associated with
maintaining the City’s sewer system continue to rise. In 2019, the City contracted with SCI to
conduct a cost recovery study of the City’s Sewer Maintenance Enterprise Fund.

The aforementioned information was presented to the City Council Sewer Utility, Refuse, and
Recycling Ad-Hoc Committee (“SURR Committee”) at their February 24, 2021 meeting. Staff
presented the detailed findings of the Master Plan and Study and proposed an updated sewer
rate structure. Upon a thorough review, the Committee provided Staff direction and recommended
that the Study rates be forwarded to the full City Council for consideration.
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NEXT STEPS:

Based upon City Council input and policy direction, Staff will implement any changes requested
and will return to the City Council at a later date to initiate the public hearing and Proposition 218
process to adjust the fees. The provisions of Proposition 218 set forth in Article XlIl D of the
California Constitution provide that certain types of “Property Related Fees” are subject to a
“maijority protest” process.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no immediate fiscal impact associated with this Study Session. Based upon City Council
policy direction, Staff will finalize any proposed sewer rate adjustments and return to the City
Council at a later date to initiate the public hearing and Proposition 218 process.

During the COVID-19 pandemic, teleconferenced meetings have provided a unique
opportunity for Californians across the state to better participate in both local and
statewide government meetings. However, the pandemic has simultaneously
illustrated how existing inequities such as lack of broadband access or translation
services create barriers that prevent many from accessing this opportunity.
“We’ve seen a significant increase in public participation and political
engagement with online teleconferencing options, especially after this last
summer where millions of Americans realized the importance of raising their
voices in the cause of racial justice,” said Lee. “However, it’s also important that
we have options for people to engage in-person or through a call-based option for
those that don’t have access to reliable internet.”
The proposed bill will:

- Enhance public participation at the state and local levels by ensuring that

constituents have opportunities to join and comment at public meetings in-

person, via a call-in option, and via an internet-based service option.

- Establish standards for posting both agendas and directions on joining

meetings via teleconference technology in a timely manner and at an easily

accessible location online.

- Expand translation services for major languages spoken by constituents,

creating invaluable opportunities for non-English-speaking Californians to

meaningfully engage in the democratic process.
1 am proud to be a joint author on the California Public Participation Act and
applaud Assembly member Lee for his leadership. My career in public service was
launched by battling local government corruption and demanding greater
accountability of elected officials and during my tenure I've continued to fight for
good government reforms. Assembly member Lee’s legislation is written in the
same spirit. The bill takes into account changes in public behavior advanced by
digital technology and accelerated by the COVID public health crisis. A strong
democracy is a democracy where access for the public to engage is encouraged
and information is shared with the public in a transparent manner that everyone
can understand. This bill goes a long way to advance the goal of ethical and open
government,” said Assembly member Cristina Garcia (D-Bell Gardens).
Linguistic, physical, and geographic isolation have hindered constituents from
being able to fully exercise their civic duties, which in turn limits our governing
bodies from achieving their full potential.

Leadership Counsel for Justice and
Accountability is proud to be co-sponsoring AB 339, which aims to expand remote
opportunities, interpretation services, and accessibility to participate in local and
state government. AB 339 would allow California to once again lead the United
States on progressive government practices by increasing opportunities to
engage in local government. It would also empower some of our most
marginalized neighbors to have a voice in our democracy for the first time. If
California wants to be a model of justice, passing AB 339 is a step in the right
direction.”

Dear Honorable Mayor Green and Members of the Council,

The Kennedy Commission (the Commission) is a broad-based coalition of residents and
community organizations that advocates for the production of homes affordable for families
earning less than $27,000 annually in Orange County. Formed in 2001, the Commission has
been successful in partnering and working with Orange County jurisdictions to create effective
housing and land-use policies that has led to the new construction of homes affordable to lower
income working families.

The Commission would like to commend the City for its leadership and partnership with Mercy
Housing and the County of Orange to provide 49 affordable housing units in 2020. Although the
Placentia Veterans Village currently provides much needed support for the City’s unhoused and
disabled veteran population, this project will only meet a small percentage of the City’s lower
income housing needs. It is important the City review its progress towards meeting its Regional
Housing Needs Allocation (RHNA).

For the 2014-2021 Housing Element planning period, the City has a RHNA of 112 very low- and
81 low-income units. Per RHNA Allocation progress reports submitted by the City, the City has
built 49 or 44% of the 112 very low-income units and none of the 81 low-income units.
However, for the above moderate-income units, the City outperformed and exceeded the RHNA
by constructing 343 or 164% of the 209 above moderate-income units. While 10 above moderate
units were added in 2020, no units were added at the very low- and low-income levels in that
same year. With a remaining RHNA need of 144 lower income homes, it is important the
City prioritize the development of new affordable homes during this current planning
period and the upcoming 6" Cycle.

The Commission looks forward to partnering with the City to increase affordable home
opportunities for lower income households in Placentia. Please keep us informed of any updates
and meetings regarding the Housing Element.
